TUITION IS JUST THE BEGINNING
Th e Corporate Fellowship is about much more than a scholarship. It’s about 
making connections—between people, between business concepts, between 
textbook knowledge and real-world experience. Fellows are assigned a mentor: 
a high-level executive at a major corporation who will guide them through the 
practices and processes of their sponsor company. During the second semester, 
Fellows will be engaged in a company project which provides valuable hands-
on experience that complements and enhances their classroom education. 
By establishing a relationship with their mentor and by gaining an in-depth 
understanding of how their sponsor company operates, Fellows are uniquely 
poised to make immediate and profound contributions to their sponsor 
companies should they be recruited to work there upon graduation.

WHO IS THE IDEAL CORPORATE FELLOWSHIP CANDIDATE?
Th e Corporate Fellows from the MA in Management Class of 2010 are students 
who hail from schools such as Harvard, Stanford, University of Florida, Emory, 
and Wake Forest University, and represent a broad range of undergraduate majors 
including biology, political science, psychology, and  communications. As team 
captains, fraternity presidents, volunteers and social advocates, these students 
have demonstrated a high level of involvement and capacity for leadership both 
inside and outside the classroom. 

APPLICATION PROCESS
Candidates interested in being considered for the MA in Management 
Corporate Fellowship for Summer 2010 enrollment are required to submit 
all completed application components by the March 1, 2009 scholarship 
deadline including:

Online  application for the MA in Management program 
(Apply at www.business.wfu.edu/apply)
Current resume or CV
Offi  cial transcript from candidate’s degree-granting institution
Two recommendations
GMAT/GRE
TOEFL/PTE (if applicable)
$75 nonrefundable application fee

AND NOTIFICATION
Corporate Fellowships are not guaranteed and are off ered on a competitive basis
All candidates who submit a complete MA in Management program application 
before March 1, 2009, will be considered; applications submitted aft er March 1, 
2009, will be considered as funds are available
No separate application is required for Corporate Fellowship consideration
Corporate Fellowships will begin to be awarded following the March 1, 2009 
scholarship deadline; selected applicants will be notifi ed thereaft er*
Admittance to the MA in Management program does not guarantee a Corporate 
Fellowship

*Merit-based scholarships are available to applicants who are not awarded a Corporate Fellowship

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TEN MONTHS IS ALL IT TAKES  
Th e Master of Arts in Management is an intense 10-month program designed 
to transform recent liberal arts and sciences graduates into polished young 
professionals. Th is graduate degree will equip these professionals with 
specialized knowledge and experience in a corporate environment that 
companies are actively seeking. Th e curriculum combines critical thinking 
and communication skills learned as an undergraduate with the business 
acumen that comes with an MA in Management degree. Rigorous coursework 
and hands-on learning opportunities emphasize the value of teamwork 
and creativity in solving tough business issues. By the end of the program, 
graduates emerge with a solid grasp of business concepts and the opportunity 
to return to Wake Forest University and complete their MBA degree with only 
one additional year of study. All full-time MBA candidates, including MA in 
Management program alumni, must apply and fulfi ll requirements for MBA 
program admission.

ELIGIBILITY  
For Summer 2010 enrollment in the MA in Management program, candidates 
must meet the following criteria:

Applicant must hold a Bachelor’s degree with a major in the liberal arts, 
sciences or engineering disciplines (applicants with business or business-related 
majors are not eligible for this program; business minors are eligible to apply).
Applicants must have graduated from an accredited college or university on 
or aft er May 1, 2009, and have less than 12 months of full-time, post-graduate 
work experience.
Applicants who have been enrolled in an academic program as a full-time 
student since college graduation are eligible to apply.
